10/00 Introduction

The Meetings' Secretary of ANWICU, Dr Dr Jonathan Goodall, welcomed the audience and introduced the speakers.

11/00 Dr Jane Eddlestone's Presentation

Dr Jane Eddlestone (Consultant Intensivist from the Manchester Royal Infirmary) presented her views on the pre-operative optimisation of the high risk patient for surgery. Her talk emphasised the importance of mesenteric ischaemia and inflammation in leading to multiple organ failure and discussed novel ways to avoid these problems. She promoted the use of low dose dopexamine as an anti-inflammatory agent rather than as a mesenteric vasodilator.

12/00 Dr Paul Baine's presentation

Dr Paul Baines ( Consultant Intensivist from Alder Hey Children's Hospital) presented an excellent talk about SDD in ITU. Although SDD in ITU is supported by evidence based studies it has not found widespread popularity in clinical practice. Dr Baines presented convincing data from his own unit strongly supporting the use of SDD. Both presentations were excellent in quality and very well received, stimulating 30 minutes of questions.
